OVERVIEW

With the advancement of the electric vehicle (EV) industry in the Southeastern United States,
from vehicle and battery manufacturing, to on-road EVs and accelerated deployment of
charging stations, there is a substantial need for a skilled workforce to build and service these
vehicles as well as install and maintain charging infrastructure. This study seeks to understand
existing EV-specific workforce development efforts across ten states in the Southeast,

and provide policy and program options for State Energy Offices, State Departments of
Transportation, and other state agencies.

There are numerous efforts across states agencies, local governments, and regional workforce
development organizations to track, collaborate, and expand the electric transportation
workforce across the Southeast. These ten Southeastern states will receive $927 million

(see Appendix Table 1), over five years (2022-2026) through the National Electric Vehicle
Infrastructure (NEVI) Formula program (Federal Highway Administration 2022) and have
developed state-specific implementation plans to unlock funding and deploy EV charging
infrastructure through the duration of the NEVI program. Beyond NEVI, there are additional
investments in electric transportation through the federal Charging and Fueling Infrastructure
Grant (CFI) Discretionary Grant Program (Federal Highway Administration 2023) for Level

2 and DC Fast Charging, as well as other public sector funding programs and private sector
investments.

In addition to infrastructure investments, there are numerous vehicle assembly locations in
the Southeast, planned battery plants in at least seven Southeast states by 2030 (Gohlke

et al., 2022, p. 28) - with three of the top four being in Kentucky, Tennessee, and Georgia -
and other new or expanded electric vehicle component facilities entering the domestic EV
supply chain (U.S. Department of Energy, 2023), all of which require a trained workforce in

a variety of careers related to electric mobility. EV-related manufacturing investments have
been increasing in recent years due to significant state economic development incentives, as
well as additional NEVI and other EV-related investments from the Infrastructure Investment
and Jobs Act (IIJA) and Inflation Reduction Act (IRA). Between the IlJA’s passage and March
2023, “nearly 93,000 EV-related manufacturing jobs and $95.6 billion investments have
been announced” (Nigro et al,, 2023). Given this, there will be a need for collaboration across
governments, educational institutions, businesses, and more to meet the workforce needs of
the growing EV industry.

With particular focus on ten states (Alabama, Arkansas, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana,
Mississippi, North Carolina, South Carolina, Tennessee), this analysis will provide an inventory
of the existing foundation of postsecondary EV-related training programs in the region,

and places with programs that have the potential to expand into EV program offerings. The
purpose of this study is to help states understand existing training programs in their state,
where gaps exist, and examples from other states. The goal of this analysis is to provide states
and stakeholders with information to support and build on EV workforce development in their
state and the region more broadly.

LITERATURE

Through the state NEVI plans and existing efforts to advance electric mobility workforce
development in the Southeast, this report summarizes key efforts (or planned efforts) in

the region. As multiple state NEVI plans note, as shown in Table 1 below, comprehensively
collaborating with universities and state technical/community college and state departments
of labor/workforce development is a key strategy to develop, enable, and utilize a skilled
workforce in electric transportation.

Of note, Alabama’s NEVI plan details a process and topical framework for coordinating EV
workforce programs that matches the category areas explored in this study. In Arkansas, a
Council on Future Mobility, created by executive order, released recommendations at the end
of 2022 that notes the need for strategic investments in K-12 and postsecondary education
and workforce development strategies for “advanced mobility”, which includes electric
transportation (Arkansas Council on Future Mobility 2022). In South Carolina, an “Electric
Vehicle (EV) Workforce Study and Supply Gap Analysis” is in development by the Department
of Employment and Workforce - which is providing updates through the state’s interagency
EV working group (South Carolina Department of Transportation 2023) as referenced in its
state NEVI plan. Additional state NEVI Year 1 Plans (FY2022-FY2023)' and their approaches to
EV workforce are shown in Table 1 below.
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Southeast NEVI Plans - Key Items from ‘Labor and Workforce Considerations’ Sections

Alabama

“The [Alabama] EV Advisory Group has recommended that [Alabama Department of Economic and
Community Affairs] ADECA’s Electric Vehicle Technology Education Program coordinate efforts

to support the development of comprehensive EV upskilling programs for the existing workforce.
This will help prepare for Alabama’s anticipated workforce needs related to EV manufacturing, EV
maintenance, EVSE installation and maintenance, and EV-related emergency responder training.
Federal and private sector partnerships will be leveraged, if possible, to provide additional support
to these efforts” (Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs 2022, p. 35).

Arkansas

The Governor “signed an executive order establishing the Arkansas Council on Future Mobility.
The council will search for opportunities to work with companies and create partnerships

with businesses advancing the future of mobility, identify state laws that create barriers to the
advancement of mobility, and make policy and incentive recommendations that will support the
development of advanced mobility” (Arkansas Department of Transportation, 2022, p. 46).

Florida

“FDOT will work with its stakeholders to understand the unique needs the charging station
development process to ensure any workforce requirements match the charging installation,
maintenance, and operation needs” (Florida Department of Transportation, 2022, p. 26).

Georgia

“GDOT intends to collaborate with the [Georgia Department of Economic Development] GDEcD
and the Technical College System of Georgia to ensure State agencies understand the workforce
demands of the various aspects of the EV industry and create training curricula and conduct
marketing for EV-related training and job opportunities. These programs would support the Electric
Vehicle Infrastructure Training Program” (Georgia Department of Transportation, 2022, p. 60).

Kentucky

“Workforce strategies will be coordinated with the Education and Labor Cabinets with the goal
of expanding the sources of training, experience level, and diversity of the workforce installing
and maintaining EV charging infrastructure. Stakeholder input is also being solicited from major
stakeholders such as the state’s utilities.”

“[Kentucky Transportation Cabinet] KYTC will work with agency partners to confirm the availability of
technical training and higher education in sufficient quantity and diversity to support the NEVI impact
on the local workforce. The NEVI program will incorporate outreach strategies with local schools,
colleges, and vocational programs to develop a pipeline of employees with skill sets needed for the
deployment of the NEVI program” (Kentucky Transportation Cabinet, 2022, p. 78-79).

Louisiana

“DOTD will work with the Louisiana Workforce Commission, Board of Regents, and colleges and
universities to develop training programs to respond to fill these workforce needs.”

“Louisiana EV Committee member, Louisiana Clean Fuels is partnering with the Louisiana
Community and Technical College System (LCTCS), who have expressed great interest in
developing curricula at community and technical colleges in the state to develop a workforce
specifically targeted at the care and maintenance of charging stations and alternative fuel vehicles
(Louisiana Department of Transportation & Development, 2022, p. 43).

”

Mississippi

“MDOT will work with the appropriate state agencies to develop training programs to respond to
these work opportunities. MDOT will coordinate with the MDA and MDA’s Office of Energy to ensure
the appropriate colleges, universities, education programs, and industry partners are included when
developing and deploying training programs” (Mississippi Department of Transportation, 2022, p. 38).

North
Carolina

“Expanding the workforce for installing and maintaining electric vehicle chargers — from trenchers
to electricians - is something State Departments of Transportation (such as NCDOT) are uniquely
positioned to do with partners such as the university system, especially Institute for Transportation
Research and Education (ITRE) at NC State here in NC. The NCWorks and community college
systems, together with community-based organizations and the state’s school systems, will be key
partners in these efforts.”

“The [NC] Office of Civil Rights will create an annual report documenting labor and workforce
activities.”(North Carolina Department of Transportation, 2022, p. 61).

South
Carolina

“The Interagency Working Group is comprised of the appropriate members to initiate discussion of
labor and workforce related to EV charging equipment. Subsequent coordination with EV charging
industry leaders will occur to ensure a partnered approach to solving challenges related to labor and
the workforce. Options for addressing issues related to this subject are to engage with the South
Carolina technical college system” (South Carolina Department of Transportation, 2022, p. 27).

Tennessee

“[T]he Tennessee College of Applied Technology (TCAT), a public technical college, is building a
campus adjacent to Ford’s Blue Oval City that will serve as a training and employment center for
Ford. Workforce training partnerships already exist in other parts of the state, with manufacturing
companies providing technical education and skilled labor within Tennessee.”

“The Project Team will engage the appropriate labor and workforce entities and strategies for
successful implementation of this plan” (Tennessee Department of Transportation, 2022, p. 45).

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In addition to the South Carolina Department of Employment and Workforce study
mentioned above, there are numerous training programs, as well as economic and workforce
development activities beyond training programs across the region, related to electric
vehicles. Examples include the creation an “EV Career Pathway”? for Georgia high school
students; the development of an EV Technician Training coursework at Universal Technical
Institute at its California campuses initially® (although there are campuses in the Southeast);
the 2023 announcement of a new EV certification program from the National Institute for
Automotive Service Excellence (ASE)?% the nationally available Electric Vehicle Infrastructure
Training Program (EVITP).5

While there have been studies presenting a framework for developing a diverse transportation
workforce - reiterating the need for coordination on regional transportation workforce
development efforts and the value of continuing education (among other topics) (Steiner
et al. 2022), and noting the need to be inclusive of existing workforce participants in the EV
transition (Silva et al. 2023) - the authors are not aware of a systematic review of existing
training programs across the Southeast at two- and four-year universities. Therefore, the
following review was conducted the following review to develop an inventory of existing
training and certification programs across the region at colleges and universities. While not
all jobs in the electric vehicle sector will require postsecondary education, many will require
engineering degrees, certifications in “specific systems and technologies,” and/or other
specialized skills acquired through degree programs, apprenticeships, internships, or other
training (U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics 2023).

This study fills a research gap by developing a first-of-its-kind inventory that documents
existing investments at Southeastern public and private institutions, as well as the foundation
of relevant programs that have the potential to add specialized training for electric vehicle
jobs. This does two things: 1) provides location-based sense of where programs are (and are
not) across the Southeast; and 2) provides examples of existing programs that can be used as
prospective models for curriculum and structures for areas that do not yet have EV-specific
programs. The methods used to create this inventory are described below, followed by
analysis and key findings.
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METHODOLOGY

The authors utilized a list of colleges and universities through the National Center for
Education Statistics (NCES) (National Center for Education Statistics 2023). The purpose of
this review is to develop a substantive inventory of workforce development for technical skills
and emergency response training programs directly related to transportation electrification
in the Southeast. While this first-of-its-kind inventory seeks to be substantive, it is likely not
exhaustive of every individual program in the region. Steps taken to develop this inventory
include the following:

1. Downloaded NCES data on April 14, 2023, and aggregated into one dataset for Alabama,
Arkansas, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi, North Carolina, South Carolina,
and Tennessee.

Returned results with 1,431 schools across the ten states from the NCES database.

3. Used preliminary filtering criteria based on school ‘Name’ to screen likely non-applicable
institutions (removing institutions with the following or similar directly in the name:
medical sciences, nursing, dental, cosmetology, hair, nails, barber, salon, art, law, media,
film, diving, seminary, aviation) - this was narrowed down to a list of 1,091 schools.

4. Filtered for schools with at least 1,000 students, narrowing the list to 528 schools.

Then, using an online search engine (Google Advanced Search) with the following criteria:
electric vehicle training OR program OR workforce OR education OR assembly OR
maintenance OR manufacturing OR battery “Institution Name.”

* Several different search keywords were tested, including ‘e-mobility’ and
‘transportation electrification’. After testing pre-identified training programs, it seemed
the final search engine criteria listed above most effectively returned results for the
types of programs being inventoried.

¢ Conducted reasonable due diligence on the university websites and their ‘Academic
Programs’ webpages.

The authors then assigned current, announced, or recently active programs to one of four
category types:

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Two specific types of engineering programs were included, ‘electrical engineering’ programs and
‘mechanical engineering’ programs. Other engineering programs (including pre-professional,
construction, computer, agricultural, civil, general engineering etc.), energy studies, environmental
studies, or similar were not included.

Schools with potential for adoption of electric transportation workforce development programs
are noted as ‘Potential’, as they have existing programs that could be adapted to include

EV technologies. Not included were software developers, information technology, or related
careers that would be of interest to the non-electricity maintenance of charging stations (this
could be an area for future research). Future research could focus on the potential for existing
electrician training programs and other relevant trades to contribute to the EV sector (e.g.,

EV charging station installation and ongoing maintenance). There may also be additional
offerings or continuing education programs from Clean Cities Coalitions, specific employers, or
other entities in the region (or nationally), and secondary school programs (i.e., high school
vocational programs), however, they were not included in this review as they were beyond scope.

LIMITATIONS

The authors based the categorizations on whether descriptions indicated the presence

of EV-related curricula, but it is possible that additional programs may cover EV-related
material. The authors aimed to be as inclusive as possible, including research, training, or
other programs with clear connections to electric vehicles at two- and four-year institutions
that reasonably matched one or more of our categories. Exact locations of programs may
vary due to multiple campus locations. Not included were individual faculty research projects
related to broader aspects of transportation electrification (i.e., materials research, social
science research), as this was beyond the workforce development scope of this study. The
metrics provided are the number of institutions, and not reflective of student numbers in each
program. These results represent programs as of August 31, 2023.

RESULTS

Searches yielded the following inventory of EV workforce training programs: https://doi.

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DISCUSSION OF FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

There is a foundation of EV-specific training programs in the Southeast, as well as
opportunities to utilize existing academic programs for possible additional EV-specific
curriculum, and examples of industry partnerships. Outside of postsecondary institutions,
there will be a role for continuing education and add-on specialized skills for existing workers;
coursework in high schools; private sector workforce development initiatives; and funding
opportunities for workforce development efforts.

Key conclusions and recommendations include the following:

* There are multiple initiatives and consortia that enable collaboration across colleges and
universities in the region - with at least one in each state.

e Two-year technical/state/community colleges have a substantial foundation of automotive
service, electrical, welding, manufacturing, and related trades programs. States, where not
already, may prioritize strategic planning for the buildup of the EV-related industry in
their states with their technical/state/community colleges in mind.

o Most existing EV-training programs to date have a specific tie to a manufacturer or
industry partner, usually an industrial partner with a presence in the local area, such as
skills-based training programs for specific vehicle manufacturers. There are multiple
automotive manufacturing training programs, including non-EV specific ones. The
automotive manufacturing programs identified in this study could be further reviewed
for complementary EV-related curriculum development.

o Many automotive service and maintenance technician programs are accredited by ASE.
If not already, state departments of education and labor, with technical input from
State Energy Offices and transportation agencies, could partner with ASE to develop
a comprehensive strategy for implementing a new program for electric vehicle testing
and certification from ASE into the curriculum one or more of existing Automotive
Service / Technology training programs at the more than one hundred state technical
and community colleges certified by ASE in region.

* Training programs related to EV charging infrastructure were the most limited, but there
is a substantial foundation of energy engineering and electrician programs in the region.
While the authors did not specifically search for information technology or software
programs related to non-electrical component maintenance on charging stations, the
analysis did not identify any standing training programs at institutions in the region.
This may be an area for further collaboration beyond postsecondary institutions for
specialized skills and partnerships with the private sector, such as ChargerHelp! and/or
other organizations2°.

e Four-year universities have a substantial foundation of electrical and/or mechanical
engineering degree programs, as well as multiple transportation-research and workforce
development centers.

* There are potential funding opportunities, including federal, that states (e.g. State Energy
Offices in collaboration with other agencies) or relevant organizations (e.g. Clean Cities
Coalitions, university consortia) could consider applying for in the future, such as “workforce
development to support EV charging” (DE-FOA-0002881).7
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Opportunities for future research include identifying programs supporting information
technology and related professionals/skills needed for the operations and maintenance of
charging infrastructure, beyond the electric systems skills for installation. Additional research
could assess programs outside of postsecondary institutions further, such as those provided
to high school students, short-term training offered by employers, training from Clean Cities
Coalitions, etc. Further study on regional and state-by-state Electric Vehicle Infrastructure
Training Program (EVITP) certification uptake in the region could yield more insights.

We intend for this resource to inform state energy offices, state departments of
transportation, state department of labor (or their equivalents), state departments of
education and higher education institutions & systems, Clean Cities Coalitions, and their
private sector, federal, and nongovernmental organization partners in collaborating to
advance an electric mobility workforce in these ten Southeast states and across the country.
